PRIVACY POLICY

1) Data controller and categories of data processed.

The participation to the Oceanman Lago d'Orta Event and the provision of services associated with it involve the processing of personal data of participants such as: personal data, telephone numbers, email addresses, indications of belonging to a sports club/federation; shooting of video and/or photographic images; times of transit and timetables at check or timing points; chronometric measurement of sports performance; any geographical location data for participants using a device to detect the geographical location and the services associated with it.

Could be also processed data relating to the health of the participant (for example data on pathologies deriving from medical certificates or declared directly by the interested participant), where strictly necessary for the participation and registration at the Event (for example, for the registration in a special category of competition reserved to disabled athletes and/or for the purpose of requesting specific assistance) and only with the explicit consent of the interested party. In such cases, the consent of the interested party is necessary for the participation in the Event; without that is not possible to complete the registration.

Data controller is the organizer of the event, ASD Lake Orta Sports & Events - Largo Marconi, 7 - 28010 Miasino (NO) - VAT / C.F. 02433200033 in the person of its President, Stefano Falciola.


2) Purposes and conditions of treatment.

The use of the personal data indicated above is inherent in the sporting and public nature of the Event, in its organizational needs and in the offer to the participants of the services provided.

The Organizer uses and processes the data also through its technical and of services partners and the companies connected to it, for the following purposes:

verification of participation requirements; timing and tracking services; medical assistance services; photo and video services for media and participants (free or paid); communications to sports and public authorities; news and documentation of the Event; promotion and commercial exploitation of the Event.

The conditions of treatment are therefore constituted by:

(i) provision of the services related to the registration of participants in the Event and to the regular performance of the same (for example, in case of the participant registration management, of recording time and publication of the results or making available to the participants the photos and videos of the Event);

(ii) consent of the interested party (for example, in case of data processing related to health or for marketing purposes, as specified below);

(iii) pursuit of the legitimate interest of the Organizer and its business partners (for example, in case of publication of images and results to document the Event);

(iv) fulfillment of legal obligations (for example, in case of communications to public authorities);

(v) safeguard of the vital interests of the interested subject or of another person (for example, if medical assistance services are required during the Event).

The Organizer draws the attention of all the participants on the fact that during the Event will be made videos and photographs of the participants, both moving and in a fixed position; based on the above conditions (in particular, (i) and (iii)), the Organizer may use, or allow sponsors and technical and service partners of the Event, to use these images for the following purposes:

a) news and documentation of the Event; b) marketing of the photographic and video services of the Event with the consequent offer, free of charge or for a fee, of the photos and videos, for private use only, to all the participants and to the subjects authorized by them.

The authorization to the shooting of the own images in the context of the Event is a necessary requirement to participate in the Event to the extent that the manner in which the latter is performed, as described in the Rules, forecast the video-photographic recording of the event for documentation and the consequent offer to all participants of services for the purchase of photos and videos of the Event; therefore, the lack of authorization to use one's own image for the above purposes, as requested in the Disclaimer, makes it impossible to register for the Event.

3) Scope of circulation and dissemination of data.

The Organizer informs the participant that the Event is organized and managed also through the services of technical and commercial partners and with the support of sponsors. The services provided by these partners can include:

registration services, tracking services, timing services, photo and video shooting services and other services.

Some of these services may require or presuppose the registration of the interested party on the partner's platform or in any case treatments carried out by the partner as independent Data Controller; in such cases, the interested party is invited to carefully read the privacy policy provided by the partner. The interested party can know at all times the list of partners and sponsors, writing to the Organizer.

In case of participants with their own RockTheSport profile (that is persons registered at RockTheSport, the platform managed by the company Nuonet Gestiòn SL - Calle labiano nº 1-3 - 31006 PAMPLONA NAVARRA - info@rockthesport.com) who, in order to integrate their own profile, have requested to Nuonet Gestiòn SL to collect from the organizers operating through RockTheSport the data processed by the latter (in particular, data related to registrations to events, as well as copies of documents concerning to certificates of health fitness for sports practice and memberships), the Organizer will automatically communicate such data to Nuonet Gestiòn SL.

The interested party can read the Privacy Policy of Nuonet Gestiòn S.L. on its website (www.rockthesport.com) and directly exercise its rights to that company.

In consideration of the public nature and the purpose of the Event, the participants also acknowledge and accept that the data related to their image, their chrono and results or their position in real time, where appropriate tracking services are active, can be made publically accessible through dissemination on the websites and social media of the Organizer, sponsors and service partners of the Event and / or communicated to third parties for the purpose of reporting, documentation and promotion of the Event itself, for the provision of specific services connected to the Event, such as the sale of video-photographic services, in the fulfillment of specific legal or regulatory obligations and for the safeguard of vital interests of the participants (for example, communication to competent authorities and rescue personnel for rescue operations and / or the provision of medical assistance services within the Event).

4) Consent for advertising exploitation of the participant's image.

With the specific and free consent of the interested party, the Organizer can take advantage of the video and photographic shooting that include the image of the person for the promotion of the Event and other events organized by the Organizer. The interested party can revoke this consent at any time by writing to the Organizer at italy@oceanman-openwater.com.

5) Treatments for marketing purposes.

When the participants for registration to the Event use their email address, the Organizer may use these addresses, without the prior consent of the participants, to send them, also through their service partners, commercial communications relating to their own products and services related to the Event or in any case to other initiatives and events similar to the Event. The interested party may oppose at any time the sending of such communications by writing to the Organizer or by following the specific instructions contained within each communication.

Except the above indications, with the specific and free consent of the interested party, revocable at any time, the Organizer may, directly or through the use of its service partners:

a) use the contact details of the participants (email, address and telephone number) for purposes of commercial information, market research, surveys, direct offers of their products and services and / or products and services of their service and commercial partners and through traditional methods (such as paper mail, telephone calls by operator, etc.) and automated communication tools (such as pre-recorded phone calls, e-mails, faxes, messages, mms, apps, etc.);

b) transfer to certain categories of third parties (in particular, the Event sponsors and other companies that provide products and services related to the organization of the Event and, more generally, to the world of sporting activities) contact details of participants (email, address and telephone number) for purposes of commercial information, market research, surveys, direct offers of their products and services carried out through traditional methods (that is paper mail, telephone calls by operator, etc.) and automated communication tools (that is prerecorded calls, e-mail, fax, sms, mms, app, etc.).

These third parties will act from time to time as independent data controllers, with the consequent burden to provide to the interested person their privacy policy in accordance with the law.

6) Data retention and data processing manager.

The data of the interested parties will be stored in the computer archives of the Organizer and protected by appropriate security measures in line with the provisions of Article 32 of EU Regulation 2016/679.

The data will be kept for the time necessary in relation to the purposes for which they were collected and possibly for a further period if the retention of data is necessary for the protection of a right of the Organizer or a third party (for example, the data related to the registration at the Event will be kept for ten years, also in consideration of possible complaints of the interested party in the ordinary 10-year prescription period, the data relating to the results of the Event will be kept as long as it detects a current interest in the documentation of the Event; contact details for sending commercial communications will be retained as long as the person concerned does not exercise his right of opposition or revoke the consent previously granted; the data relating to the image of the participants will be kept for the entire time in which the Organizer can legitimately have the video-photographic shooting of the event).

For the purposes of conservation and, more generally, of treatment, the Organizer may use third parties under its own responsibility; these subjects, using the legal requirements, will be appointed by the Organizer as their own Data Processors pursuant to art. 28 of EU Regulation 679/2016. To know the complete list of the Data Processing Managers appointed by the Organizer from time to time, the interested party can send a request through the addresses indicated in the following art. 9).


7)  Data transfer outside the EU.

In case of international transfers of data from the European Economic Area (EEA), where the European Commission has recognized that a non-EEA country is able to guarantee an adequate level of data protection, data of the interested subject may be transferred on this basis.

For transfers to countries outside the EEA whose level of data protection has not been recognized by the European Commission, the Organizer will rely on an exemption applicable to the specific situation or he will implement one of the following measures to ensure the protection of its data:

• standard contractual clauses approved by the European Commission;

or
• binding corporate rules, where applicable.

To obtain a copy of these measures or details of where they are available, is possible to send a written request as indicated in the next article.

8)  Minors.

The registration of minors to the Event is allowed only by the subjects who exercise parental or legal authority over the minor, or that they have obtained from the latter the necessary prior authorization.

Registering a minor, the parental or legal authority - or the different subject expressly authorized for this purpose by the latter - must, in the name and on behalf of the minor, authorize the minor's photographic and video shooting within the Event for the purposes described in this Policy and in the Disclaimer and provide, where necessary, the consent for the treatment of the minor's data relating to health.

The persons who has the parental or legal authority over the minor can exercise the rights specified in the following article 9) with reference to the personal data of the minor.

The Organizer does not process the data of the minor for marketing purposes and direct offer of products and services; the Organizer may in any case process the data of the person who exercise the parental or legal authority for marketing purposes or direct offer of products and services under the conditions indicated in the previous art. 5).


9) Rights of the interested party.

At any time, the participant may exercise his/her rights with regard to the processing of personal data pursuant to arts. 15-22 of the GDPR 2016/679. These rights include:

a) Access: the interested party can obtain information in relation to the processing of his data and a copy of these data.
b) Correction: where the interested party considers that his/her data are inaccurate or incomplete, he/she may request that these data be modified consequently.
c) Cancellation: the interested party can request the cancellation of data if he revokes his previous consent and there is no other legal basis for the treatment or in other cases required by law.
d) Limitation: in the cases expected by the law (for example, if he/she disputes the legitimacy of the treatment or the accuracy of the data), the interested party can obtain the limitation of the treatment of the data without these being cancelled.
e) Opposition: the interested party may oppose the processing of data if the treatment is based on a legitimate interest of the Organizer for reasons related to his particular situation, unless there are compelling reasons for which the interest of the Organizer prevails over his rights ( this is the case, for example, where the treatment is necessary to defend a right of the Organizer in court).
f) Revocation of the consent: the interested party can revoke the consent previously given for the purposes of the treatment.
The interested party may, at any time, oppose to the treatment of his/her data for marketing purposes and withdraw the consent for this purpose previously given, also following the procedure and instructions expressed in the text of each commercial communication.

The participant is aware that his opposition (see previous letter “e”) or the revocation of the consent (see previous paragraph 4) or of the authorization (see Disclaimer) to the use of images where he/she is portrayed it will have effects within the limits within it will be possible to block the publication of these images by reasonable means and costs. The opposition, as well as the revocation, will not however come less the lawfulness of the utilizations meanwhile occured.
